Current Practices:

What company currently disposes of this waste stream?

All Ireland Waste Disposal Ltd by emptying the compactor into which we throw all our waste..

How much does it cost (detail per ton, skip, pick up charges, rental)?

€170 per ton plus €120 per pickup (avg. 3 tons) plus proportion of rental charge – estimated annual costs are €6,210.  

What volume of this stream do we produce?

Estimated 25 tons per annum after the removal of the waste streams already identified.

What departments produce this stream?

All departments

What action are we going to take to manage, reduce, reuse or recycle this stream?

When we have succeeded in achieving our initial targets on the 5 primary waste streams we can then look at what waste is left and start to refine our waste management to reduce the landfill general waste further.

A large part of this waste will be general waste produced by customers and from bins in public areas.  Provision of attractive waste bins for different wastes may improve our separation effort.

By monitoring this waste we may be able to work closer with suppliers to minimise waste entering the premises or reuse/return or recycle same.

What equipment will we need, what will it cost, what training is required, who needs training? 

All staff will need further training as this project will be an ongoing one.  We must build in a Waste Management Module into the Induction Training Programme for all new employees and highlight waste in each department.

What targets are we setting, how will we measure our success…financial, volume reduction or environmental impact improvement?

Nominal targets could be set for future years;

Reduce General Waste by 50% over the next 5 years.

This would result in a saving of €2,500 per annum on reduction in landfill & associated costs. 

When do we expect to achieve these targets?

Year 2 – 15% reduction

Year 3 – further 15% reduction.

Year 4 - further 10% reduction per annum
